Side Trip Activity:  Choose a scenario from the grade level with which you work and answer question 3 below.
Daisy:  Field Trip to a botanical gardens or a community garden - While going on their own “road trip” on the Daisy journey, Between Earth and Sky, the Daisies have a discussion about colors they see outside and in nature.  With the volunteer asking questions and offering suggestions, the girls decide to visit a community garden. Before the visit the girls have talked about the kinds of things they might see. While there, the volunteer helps them look closely by asking such things as “how many colors did you find.”   The volunteer encourages them to be quiet and just observe and then encourages them to share with each other what they are seeing.
Brownie:  Field Trip to the Mayor’s office - While doing the Brownie Quest journey, the girls have a meeting where they focus on caring for their community. They have lots of suggestions on ways in which they can help and what they should do about it.  Out of their suggestions comes the idea of visiting the mayor’s office to find out more ways in which they can help.  The girls, with the volunteer’s guidance, make their plans for their visit.  After their visit they will determine ways in which they might take action to help care for their own community.
Junior:  Field Trip to the City Engineer’s office - While doing the Get Moving journey, the girls decide they would like to find out what their community is doing to conserve energy and resources.  With the volunteer’s help they locate a city engineer who has agreed to take them on a tour of a “green” building.  Prior to their visit the girls create a list of questions they will ask, using their Get Moving book for some ideas.  The visit generates enthusiasm for other possibilities and gives the girls great ideas on how they can impact the “go green” efforts in their community.
Cadette:  Field Trip to the Science Museum - After a few meetings of the journey Breathe, the girls are excited because they have learned that there is a visiting exhibit on “Air” at their City’s science museum.  They use their journey book Breathe to generate a list of questions they might ask.  The visit gives them more ideas on ways in which they can be part of an “air care” team.
Senior:  Field Trip to an International Festival - While doing the journey Sow What, the girls find out that an International Festival will take place for 2 weekends near their community. They girls like the idea of linking this to their own Girl Scout journey and explore foods from other countries.  The girls do some research online to find out more about what they might learn at this event.  Their enthusiasm from this event prompts them to organize their own food festival for all of the Girl Scouts in their area.
Ambassador:  Field Trip to the mall for surveying - The girls have enjoyed their journey on Justice.  During a discussion on environmental justice, the girls decide they would like to find out where other people stand on this topic and what they are willing to do to achieve it.  Plans are formulated to survey people at a mall and questions are formulated.  They also determine what they might do with the results they find.
